Be an informed neighbor: What you need to know about City Codes

With the warmer weather here, families spend a lot more time
outdoors. It is important within our community that we all try to
be a good neighbor. Here are some of the most frequently asked
questions related to community living within Troy.

Code Enforcement FAQs

How often do I have to cut my grass?
Lawn grass and weeds must not exceed 10 inches in height. Cuiting
: tall lawns and grasses located between
private property lines and roads is the
- responsibility of the adjacent property
owner. This includes areas between fences
¢ and roads. It also includes areas between
sidewalks and roads. For example, if
a fence in the back yard separates the
property from the road, the property owner should maintain grass
on both sides of the fence, up to the edge of the road. Ornamental
plants and grasses, and dedicated preservation areas are exempt
from the cutting requirement.
How early can I put my garbage out for pick up?
Garbage, recyclables, and recyclable yard waste should be placed
at the curb no sooner than 5 pm on the preceding day. Containers
should be removed as soon as possible, but no later than 24 hours
after pickup. Collection starts at 7 am on your trash day. Empty
containers shall be removed from the curb within 24 hours after
trash pickup. Turn to page 14 for more about curbside pickup.
Can I put out signs advertising my garage sale?
Garage/yard sale signs are allowed on private property, subject to
certain limitations (see related article on this page). Signs that are
placed in the public right-of-way (City property) will be removed
by the City. Please check the regulations before displaying your
sign.
How many days can I keep my inoperable car parked outside
on my property?
Motor vehicles parked or stored outside shall not be unlicensed or
in a non-operating condition for a period exceeding 14 days.

- Can I operate a business out of my residence?

Home businesses (the City Code calls them Home Occupations)
are allowed in one- and two-family residential districts subject

to certain regulations. Before starting any home business, we
suggest you contact the Code Enforcement Division to dlscuss
your proposal.

How long can I park a commerclal vehicle in the street"
Commercial vehicles, trucks'or trailers shall not‘be parked on
any residential street for more than one hour. If the vehicles are
servicing adjacent residences, they may be parked only for such
period as is necessary to complete the service.

Can I park my commerclal ve]ucle m my resndentlal
neighborhood?

Inaone famﬂy—zoned area, one commcrc1a1 vehicle is allowed on
private property if it is a pickup truck or a passenger/cargo style
van. Other types of commercial vehicles, trucks and equipment are
permitted on private property provided they are actively performing
a service related to the property (construction activity, delivery
vehicles, etc.).

Can 1 store a recreational vehicle outside on my residential
property?’

In residentially zoned districts, recreational vehicles can be stored
anywhere on the property for up to
a 48-hour period. At all other times,
recreational vehicles and equipment
must be stored inside a completely
enclosed building or located behind
the front face of the house, and no
closer than 3 feet from the side or rear
propeny line. Recreational vehicles cannot be stored or parked
on vacant lots.

What can the City do about an unkempt building in my
neighborhood?

The City has codes requiring building exteriors be maintained to a
minimum standard. The intent of these codes is to keep buildings
from deteriorating due to lack of maintenance.”

Details on displaying temporary signs

The Troy Sign Ordinance allows all types of temporary signs on private
property. These include signs for homes for sale or rent, land for sale,
garage sales, estate sales, buildings under construction, political, holiday,
and other seasonal signs.

1. Signs are allowed on private property, with the property owner's
permission.

2. Signs cannot be placed within the public right of way, or between
the public sidewalk and the road.

3. The total combined area of all temporary signs, on any one property
shall not exceed 14 square feet.

4. No temporary sign shall exceed 6 square feet in area.

5. No sign can be higher that 42 inches.

6. If there is no sidewalk, place signs at least 20 feet from the edge
of the traveled portion of the roadway.

7. The City will remove improperly placed signs in the public right
of way.

“The owner of an animal shall not permit or enable his animal to run at large in
this state.” Oakland County Animal Control 248 391 4102 will help reunite lost
or roaming animals with their owners.

City of Troy Code Chapter 90
DUTIES OF ANIMAL OWNERS

90.30.50 Possession of Excrement Removal Device. No person, who is
accompanying an animal, shall allow that animal to be on property owned by another
unless the person has in his or her immediate possession, an appropriate device for
the scooping and temporary storage of excrement. A person who violates this
section is guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by imprisonment in the county jail for
not more than 90 days or by a fine of not more than $500 or both.

90.30.55 Removal of Animal Excrement. No person, who owns or controls an animal that
deposits excrement on property owned by another, shall fail to immediately remove such
excrement and immediately dispose of it in a receptacle located on the property of the
person who owns or controls the animal and if the person is not aware that the animal
deposited excrement on another property, shall upon being made aware of such fact,
immediately dispose of it in a receptacle located on the property of the person who owns or
controls the animal. A person who violates this section is guilty of a misdemeanor
punishable by imprisonment in the county jail for not more than 90 days or by a fine of not
more than $500 or both.

City of Troy Code Chapter 106 — Traffic 106-119
8.10. Stopping, Standing, or Parking Vehicles; Violation as Civil Infraction.
1) A person shall not stop, stand, or park a vehicle in any of the following places,

except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or to comply with the law or
the directions of a police officer or traffic-control device: a) On a sidewalk
